My design business came from my inane fear of bore-

dom, coupled with juvenile propensity for getting into trouble.

Maybe one could say that | stayed in trouble. On the frequent occasions that
| would get caught, | would be sent to my room with little more than a coloring
book- my salvation from boredom. | would go through coloring books a little
faster than my parents would buy them for me, so instead of succumbing to
tedium, | decided | would try my hand at making my own coloring books. It
came to me easily and it wasn't long before my family took notice. At a family
reunion, my realtor uncle asked me to draw the logo for his practice. After
explaining to me what a logo was, | sat down and drew what his company
uses to this day.

With a family of entrepreneurs, | was frequently asked for posters, oddball
graphics and the like thatled to business cards, letterhead, VHS video sleeves,
and more professional design projects. | learned how to communicate with
typesetters and printers before | ever sat before a computer, before | realized
(or cared) that | could make a career out of it. When that time did come, the
world had changed. The Web was emerging and there was a new art form
emerging along with it. |became as fascinated with Web design as | was with
print and found myself submerged in HTML books and composing scripts in
Notepad as | was trying to learn this new language.

I'm very glad | spent that time figuring out HTML, Flash, PHP, and
JavaScript, as it is more essential than ever to be able to carry your print
creative to the Web and vice versa. The company that | have built from
this passion for design would have gone the way of the Dodo by now if |
hadn't equipped myself with those skills early. | can also say that any de-
sign business stands a greater chance of failure without some serious
Web chops.

Our approach to Web design is nothing new. We focus on the aesthetic and
the practicality first, then worry about load speed, cross-browser compat-
ibility and so on as we flesh out the site. Our focus on design at the outset has
led us to some really fun user experiences, like the subway map-feel that we
incorporated into our own Web site.
